2.  The Authority is formed under provisions of the Act of Assembly approved June 19, 2001, P.L. 287 
No. 22, as amended and supplemented, known as the “Municipality Authorities Act”, to engage in 
acquiring, holding, constructing, financing, improving, maintaining and operating, owning and leasing, 
either in the capacity of lessor or lessee, projects for the transportation and recreation grounds and 
facilities in Tioga County and other projects of any kind or character, purposes and powers permitted 
by the Act.  The Authority shall have no power to pledge the credit or taxing power of the County of 
Tioga, or the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania or any political subdivision thereof; nor shall bonds 
issued by the Authority be deemed to be obligations of the County of Tioga, the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania or any political subdivision thereof; nor shall the County of Tioga, the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania or any political subdivision thereof be liable for the payment of premium, if any, or 
interest on the bonds; nor shall the members, officers or employees of the Authority personally be 
liable on the Authority obligations. 

 
3.  No other authority has been organized under provisions of the Act or under provisions of the Act of 

Assembly approved June 28, 1935, as amended and supplemented, and is in existence in or for the 
incorporating municipality. 

 
4.  The term of existence of the Authority shall be for the statutory maximum of fifty (50) years.
