 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Community Development Plan was developed in coordination with low and 
moderate individuals, interested organizations, non-profits and other interested parties through the citizen

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chair of the Board of Commissioners of Tioga County, is empowered to 
place his/her signature, on behalf of the governing body, on necessary application forms and affix thereto the official 
seal of the Board of Commissioners of Tioga County.
