A motion was made by Erick J. Coolidge, seconded by Roger C. Bunn and unanimously carried upon vote of two
ayes and no nays to approve a change order from W. C. Eshenaur & Son for the Residential Treatment building
project. Changes include relocate/modify existing cast iron baseboard radiation and installation of additional zone

Changes include installing two catch basins and 200 ft. of piping - $6,087.87.

Changes
include a larger unit heater and installation of an additional vent - $1,189.05.

A motion was made by Erick J. Coolidge, seconded by Roger C. Bunn and unanimously carried upon vote of two
ayes and no nays to approve an agreement with Compliance Management International, to provide a detailed
specification for the abatement and proper handling of lead-based paint in the historic jail building - $2,950. Act 13.
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A motion was made by Erick J. Coolidge, seconded by Roger C. Bunn and unanimously carried upon vote of two
ayes and no nays to approve a change order from W. C. Eshenaur & Son for the new District Court building in
Elkland. Changes include the installation of an additional sewer lateral for the site - $4,760.99. Act 13.
