A motion was made by Mark L. Hamilton, seconded by Roger C. Bunn and unanimously carried upon vote of
three ayes and no nays to approve a one-year preventative maintenance service agreement with Cleveland Brothers
for the generator at the Dept. of Human Services - $1,106.

A motion was made by Roger C. Bunn, seconded by Mark L. Hamilton and unanimously carried upon vote of
three ayes and no nays to approve a proposal from Ehrlich to sanitize the common areas of any County facility, in
the event of a positive COVID-19 exposure - $390.00.
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A motion was made by Mark L. Hamilton, seconded by Roger C. Bunn and unanimously carried upon vote of
three ayes and no nays to approve an addendum to an existing agreement with Cafardi Ferfuson Wyrick Weis &
Gabriel, to perform legal work with regard to the acquisition of properties for the County’s Marsh Creek Greenway
Trail project and other real estate work as assigned by Tioga County. Rates: Lawyer - $295/hr.; Associate -
$210/hr.; Paralegal - $145/hr.

A motion was made by Roger C. Bunn, seconded by Mark L. Hamilton and unanimously carried upon vote of
three ayes and no nays to approve the low bid from Vermilya Construction for the Tioga County Bridge Plaque
Project - $7,400. Act 13. Plaques will be installed at County Bridge Nos. 1, 2, 9, 16, and 19. Once completed, all
County Bridges will be have identifying plaques.

A motion was made by Mark L. Hamilton, seconded by Roger C. Bunn and unanimously carried upon vote of
three ayes and no nays to approve a one-year renewal of Valarm Tools subscription and telemetry, to continue the
county-wide water monitoring system, whereby all participating community source water systems in Tioga County
can be autonomously monitored and quality water can be maintained. These measures are coupled with an early

warning system that provides automatic notifications to designated personnel of a threat to drinking water supplies -
$3,588. Act 13.

A motion was made by Roger C. Bunn, seconded by Mark L. Hamilton and unanimously carried upon vote of
three ayes and no nays to approve a proposal from Triad Engineering for testing and monitoring of construction
activities associated with the soils at the new MDJ Mansfield site. Personnel rates will be on an hourly basis;
laboratory testing will be $175.00 per test; sieve analysis of soil will be $85.00 each. Act 13.

A motion was made by Mark L. Hamilton, seconded by Roger C. Bunn and unanimously carried upon vote of
three ayes and no nays to approve six agreements for the Department of Human Services. A listing is attached.
